Reminder: 

Vehicles are not to be parked on the street for more than  24 hours except weekends and 

holidays.  If your vehicle is not  used regularly, you must park on your own property.  All      

vehicles stored on your property must be licensed and in good repair.  Storage of unlicensed  

and junked vehicles on your property are considered to be a “nuisance”  by Town of Bal‐

gonie Bylaws.      

Please do not park trailers on the street—This causes difficulƟes for other drivers, blocks 

site lines and can be dangerous for pedestrians and cyclists.   

BE A RESPONSIBLE  PET  OWNER: 

 Do not allow your pet to roam the neighbourhood.  Pets at large cause trouble for your 

neighbours and can be distressing to others in the community. 

 Pets running at large may be impounded and fines issued to the pet  owners. 

 Keep your pet restrained if outside—pet run, yard, leashed or tethered 

 Spay or neuter your pet. 

A CAT TRAP—is available to residents of Balgonie.  If you wish to obtain the cat trap, a$20.00 

deposit and permit are available at the Town Office.     

Pets at large may be impounded and turned over to the Regina Humane Society. 



Trimming and removing trees: 

Before cuƫng down any trees, please note the following: 

‐residents must receive permission from the town to remove any trees 

which are on “Town Property” . 

‐depending on your lot, the first number of metres  from the curb,  is        

considered Town Property. 

‐Elm trees must not be pruned between April 30th August 31st. 

‐Sask power will trim trees in danger of coming into contact with power 

lines.  You may submit a request for them to trim trees on line at saskpower.com or by phoning them at 

310‐2120. 

ATV’S  AND DIRTBIKES WITHIN TOWN LIMITS 

This is the annual spring reminder for any residents with ATVs/Quads, Dirt Bikes, Pocket Bikes 
or any other unlicensed vehicles that they are not to be driven on the streets, back alleys, walk-
ing paths, CP area north of Railway Street or the east side of town by the overpass.   

This is a provincial statute that they are not permitted  

and the RCMP may issue fines and impound the vehicle. 

 

Sump Pumps 

Sump pump should not be drained into the Sanitary Sewer system within your home.  

Please pump the water to the street where it will drain in to our storm sewer system.  

Avoid draining into the back lanes as this may cause other flooding concerns.
