Talk of The Town 

When approaching a bus that has its stop arm out and its flashing lights  
acƟvated, as a driver: 
‐ You must stop no closer than 5 m (15 Ō.) from the front or back of the bus. 
‐ You must not advance your vehicle unƟl the bus driver turns off the                
flashing red stop lamps and deacƟvates the stop arm. 
‐ Before moving, check to see that all children have safely crossed the             

roadway. 

‐ Passing a school bus with flashing lights is a serious offence and will result in 

a minimum fine of $335
